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Jorge, the pavilion director tells the student journalist that you can say “hi” to
Chilean friends through the well. The idea of this well is actually an old saying in
Chile — if you keep digging a well in Chile, you will reach China.

Besides, Jorge also introduces to the student journalist about that Chile is a long
and narrow country. Nowadays, Chile is internationally famous for the copper and
nature resources.

At the end of the interview, Jorge presents a rain stick to express the thankfulness.
He also extends his palm and indicated this is how you communicate with “the city
of relationship”.
